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Apartment Protection
Each apartment in Aspect 3 is designed to contain fire for one hour. If a fire occurs in an apartment the alarm will sound only within that apartment for five minutes, until the main evacuation alarm is sounded.

See Part 1 below for the procedure if the alarm is sounding only in your apartment.

Building Protection
Aspect 3 has a fire system linked with other parts of the building. If a fire occurs in any other part of the building, or in the stairways/communal corridors, the alarm will sound throughout that particular block. 
See Part 2 below for the details on how to evacuate the building.

Fire Detectors

There are smoke detectors in the main corridor areas and staircases which will detect anything denser than a cigarette smoke. It is therefore important to keep all fire doors close to avoid false alarms. Do not temper the detectors under any circumstances as this will activate the whole system.

Part 1

If the alarms sound within your apartment, but are not sounding in the main stairwell of your building or any other part of the building:

a. The activation has taken place within your flat. if this is due to a fire you should exit the building immediately and break the nearest ‘break glass’ unit. Stand in a safe position away from the building.

b. If the alarm has occurred due to a false alarm (e.g. burnt toast) contact the warden (0114 270 1559) who will investigate and reset the alarm as necessary. Please note you only have minutes before the full evacuation of your block will occur.

c. Call the management number on 0114 2701559 during the office hours (out of hours you will automatically be diverted to the emergency number or provided with it)

Part 2

If the alarms sound throughout the building:

a. Evacuate the building by the nearest escape staircase. Stan in a safe position away from the building.

b. Please ensure that doors are closed behind you as these will help contain the fire.

c. If you are in any doubt if there is fire VACATE THE BUILDING IMMEDIATELY.
